METHODS

When compiling and analyzing survey data, and determining “margins of error”, standards described by American Statistical Society were used.  

Based on formulas and tables provided, the "margin of error" for our survey should be approximately (+/-)4.5% for each of the questions that the users was requested to make a selection.  The margin of error increases to 6.0% for Part II of the analysis when only 187 survey results are considered.  These results are deemed accurate 95 times out of 100.
The rate of return (53.3%) is a very high rate of return.  429 people responded from a possible 805 over a 17 day period.  A typical rate of return for a “membership survey” is approximately 12-15%.  The high rate of return could be attributed to a very keen interest in the SPCC membership at large in the formation of this new facility. 
A "pattern analysis" using the submitter's "Internet Protocol" address (aka "IP address") was performed to determine if any one user tried to submit multiple surveys to skew the results.  There was no evidence of such patterns.  
The results of the survey were analyzed in two different demographic manners – results from ALL the zip codes – including ZIP codes outside of the immediate metro area, and results from the zip codes determined to be from the Western Minneapolis/St. Paul Metro area.  ZIP codes from the obtained surveys were categorized as either a: (a) Western, (b) Eastern Suburb, (c) Both Eastern & Western Suburb, or (d) not a Twin Cities suburb.  Examples of (c) types included areas such as Lakeville or Burnsville.  Examples of (d) types included areas such as Winona or Owatonna.  A database from the United States Postal Service and the on-line service www.mapquest.com were used to decide how to categorize each zip code.  This categorization of ZIP codes is shown as an appendix at the end of this document.
Additional comments were submitted by a number of curlers as part of this survey.  All of these are included as an appendix at the end of this document.  A database of curlers interested in obtaining more information, or wanting periodic updates was also harvested.

PART I:  ALL RESPONSES FROM ALL ZIP CODES:
1. If a curling club were built in the west metro area, would you consider curling at such a club?  173-No (40.3%),   108-Maybe (25.2%),   148-Yes (34.5%)

ANALYSIS:  The above results show widespread support for the use of a new facility if it were built in the western suburbs.  With 34.5% indicating "Yes", and 40.3% indicating "No" that they would curl at such a western suburb facility.  This falls almost exactly along the demographics of the SPCC membership (ie 55% living in the eastern St. Paul area, and 45% living in the western Minneapolis area).


2. How many leagues do you currently curl in (including Cairns, Bonnies, Mixed, Open, Novice, etc) at the St. Paul Curling Club?  1.3 Leagues
ANALYSIS:  Current 927 SPCC Members x 1.3 Leagues = 1205 “Member Leagues” at SPCC. This figure concurs with the ACTUAL leagues based on the current 927 SPCC registered members (1.26, or 1154 “Member Leagues)


	
METHOD NOTE:  We will be using the figure of “1.3” Leagues in upcoming calculations, as well as 927 to represent quantity of all SPCC Member Curlers.



3. How many leagues do you currently curl in at any OTHER club (i.e. NOT at the St. Paul Curling Club)? .03 Leagues
ANALYSIS:  This figure is statistically insignificant, and will not be included in forthcoming calculations.

4. If a club were built in the west metro area, how many leagues would you continue to curl at the St. Paul Curling Club? 1.05 Leagues
ANALYSIS:  

· Expected Member League Loss SPCC
= (927 x 1.3) – (927 x 1.05) = 231.6
· Expected Member Loss (Divide by 1.3)
= 178.2

This calculation demonstrates that of the CURRENT mix of SPCC members, there would be a net loss of approximately 178 members that normally curl 1.3 leagues each year.  However, the remaining 749 members will now have the additional ice time needed to curl in leagues that were no longer available to them.  It is expected that the “1.3” figure will grow (per member) once a new facility in the west metro is established.

5. If a club were built in the west metro area, how many leagues would you potentially curl at this new club? .74 Leagues
ANALYSIS: 
· Net Total Leagues  


= .74 x 927 SPCC Members 
= 686
· Divide by 1.3 to = SPCC Equiv Member
= 527

· Net total amount of curling by the SAME SPCC members would increase from current 1.3 Leagues per member to approx 1.8 leagues per member at this new facility (1.05 + .74).  The SPCC should expect a similar “league per curler” increase.


The results from questions 2-5 clearly demonstrate that the physical location of a facility plays a HUGE role in the number of leagues that a curler will curl in.  It also demonstrates that the actual potential membership loss of the SPCC is actually quite small (178 equivalent members).
 
Note:  “Member Leagues” is the number of total draws by all members, derived from multiplying total members by the number of average leagues curled.

Projected Member Leagues (assuming NO new curlers from existing pool of 927 curlers, and zero growth in membership):
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Current SPCC: 1205,    Future SPCC: 973,   TCCA: 527
Based on the survey results, there are currently 1205 “Member Leagues” at the SPCC.  Once a West Metro curling club opens, this number will be reduced to “973 Member Leagues”.  The Twin Cities Curling Association (TCCA) will see a potential “Member League” pool of about 527, which already potentially exceeds its planned capacity.

The above chart attempts to determine the membership distribution based strictly on survey answers, assuming ZERO growth, and assuming that the ONLY pool of curlers in the entire metro area remains at 927 curlers.  Over the past two years, the SPCC has experienced a 14% growth.  Thus, the membership should be completely replenished with 2 curling seasons.

6. What location would best suit you personally?








ANALYSIS:  As expected, the distribution of the desired location would be “all over the map”.  The number one preferred location is the “West/Central Metro” area.


7. Would you be interested in becoming part of our organizing committee?
28 – Yes, 345 – No, 56 – Maybe

7 (a).  If Yes/Maybe to above (7), what areas of specific business expertise might you be able to provide? (Example: Finance, Taxation, Real-Estate, Legal, Construction, etc):

ANSWERS RECEIVED: leg work, computer, accounting, construction, Finance, Construction Lending, Finance, Computers, Finance, IT, Business, Construction worker, Junior Curling, Helper, Real-Estate, Taxation, Marketing, construction, Marketing/sales, Real Estate, construction, Marketing/Sales, Willingness to pitch in!, construction, PR, Management, Sales, Possibly Finance, Research, Planning experience, construction, Finance, construction, Anything, Registered Professional Engineer, Mechanical, Marketing, Administration, I.T., construction/logistics, Finance, legal, Security and CCTV, Safety and Health (OSHA investigator), Finance, Promotion, Graphic Design and Publishing.

8. Would you be interested in being part of our e-mail/mailing list so we can send you updates? 117 – Yes,    312 – No
NOTE:  117 Names, addresses, phone numbers, email addresses were obtained and will be part of the TCCA’s own database.
9. Would you consider making a "charitable donation" if this club COULD provide you with a tax receipt?  92 – Yes,  203 – No, 134 – Maybe
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10. Would you consider making a donation if this club could NOT provide you with a tax receipt?  60 – Yes,  264 – No, 105 – Maybe
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ANALYSIS: It appears that regardless as to whether the TCCA could provide a tax receipt, there is still significant interest in a large group of people (14-21%, or 130 to 195 SPCC members) who would consider making a donation to get this club started.


11. Would you consider a concept of prepaying up to 5 years of membership dues (for example, $1000-$2000) at such a proposed club?
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ANALYSIS:  

· 15% Indicated “Absolutely Yes, or Yes with Conditions”

· 60% Indicated “Probably Not or Absolutely Not”

· 527 Potential Members X 15% X $1,000 = $79,050, or
· 527 Potential Members X 15% X $2,000 = $158,100

There appears to be a support from approximately 15% of the TOTAL surveyed group to pre-pay their membership dues.  This 15% figure is extremely misleading, as it also includes members surveyed that will not curl at this facility, and thus most likely selected “Probably Not” or “Absolutely Not).  Additional demographic (ie “of the people that replied “YES” to joining this new club, would you consider pre-paying…”) analysis should see this percentage significantly increase.


PART II:  RESPONSES FROM WESTERN SUBURB ZIP CODES 
(187 of 429 Responses, or 44% of total survey base):

1. If a curling club were built in the west metro area, would you consider curling at such a club?  15-No (8.0%),   41-Maybe (21.9%),   131-Yes (70.0%)
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ANALYSIS:  The above results show widespread support for the use of a new facility if it were built in the western suburbs.  70% indicating "Yes", and only 15% indicating "No" that they would curl at such a western suburb facility. 


2. How many leagues do you currently curl in (including Cairns, Bonnies, Mixed, Open, Novice, etc) at the St. Paul Curling Club?  1.1 Leagues
ANALYSIS:  For Western Surburb SPCC Members (927 x 44% x 1.1 Leagues = 449 “Member Leagues” at SPCC, assuming 927 total SPCC members.
	
METHOD:  We will be using the figure of “1.1” Leagues in upcoming calculations, as well as 408 to represent quantity of potential Western Suburb Curlers.



3. How many leagues do you currently curl in at any OTHER club (i.e. NOT at the St. Paul Curling Club)? .04 Leagues
ANALYSIS:  This figure is statistically insignificant, and will not be included in forthcoming calculations.

4. If a club were built in the west metro area, how many leagues would you continue to curl at the St. Paul Curling Club? .72 Leagues
ANALYSIS:  

· Expected “Member League” Loss SPCC
= (408 x 1.1) – (408 x .72) = 155
· Expected Member Loss (Divide by 1.1)
=  140.9

This calculation demonstrates that of the Western Suburb mix of SPCC members, there would be a net loss of approximately 141 members that normally curl 1.1 leagues each year.  However, the remaining 749 members will now have the additional ice time needed to curl in leagues that were no longer available to them.  

5. If a club were built in the west metro area, how many leagues would you potentially curl at this new club? 1.33 Leagues
ANALYSIS: 
· Net Total Leagues  


= 1.33 x 408 Western Members 
= 542.6
· Net total amount of curling by the Western SPCC members would increase from current 1.1 Leagues per Member to approx 1.3 leagues per member at this new facility. However, as curlers at this NEW facility would continue to curl at the SPCC, the number of total leagues would increase to (1.33 + .72) 2.05.  


The results from questions 2-5 clearly demonstrate that the physical location of a facility plays a HUGE role in the number of leagues that a curler will curl in.  It also demonstrates that the actual potential membership loss of western suburb curlers of the SPCC is actually quite small.  Western suburb curlers currently only curl in 1.1 leagues at the SPCC, which is below the overall average of 1.3 leagues.  These curlers will, however, continue to curl in .72 leagues at the SPCC, for a net reduction of ONLY .38 leagues by 408 western suburb curlers.

6. What location would best suit you personally?


ANALYSIS:  The number one preferred location is the “West/Central Metro” area.  When only looking at responses from Western Suburb Curlers, there is an overwhelming desire to have the location in the “West/Central Metro” area.  

When combining the top two results (21.9% and 17.1% = 39%), the desired location can be stated to be “The West/Central or Southwest/Central Metro area is the preferred location for the largest group of western suburb respondents”.  There is very little support for a Northwest/Central location (5.3%) or a “Far Southwest” location (8.0%). 


7.  Would you be interested in becoming part of our organizing committee?

24 – Yes, 124 – No, 39 – Maybe
ANALYSIS:  As expected, most of the support to help in our organization is from Western Suburb Curlers.  The “Yes” response when polling all curlers was only 6%.  This increased to 13% when only considering Western Suburb Curlers.

7 (a).  If Yes/Maybe to above (7), what areas of specific business expertise might you be able to provide? (Example: Finance, Taxation, Real-Estate, Legal, Construction, etc):

8. Would you be interested in being part of our e-mail/mailing list so we can send you updates? 82– Yes,    105 – No
NOTE:  117 Names, addresses, phone numbers, email addresses were obtained and will be part of the TCCA’s own database.

9. Would you consider making a "charitable donation" if this club COULD provide you with a tax receipt?  51 – Yes,  62 – No, 74 – Maybe
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10. Would you consider making a donation if this club could NOT provide you with a tax receipt?  32 – Yes,  97 – No, 58 – Maybe
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ANALYSIS: When polling Western Suburb Curlers, it appears that there is even a larger group of people that would be willing to make a donation, regardless as to whether the TCCA could provide a tax receipt.  Even if NO tax receipt could be issued, nearly half (48%) have indicated that they would make a donation.

11. Would you consider a concept of prepaying up to 5 years of membership dues (for example, $1000-$2000) at such a proposed club?
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ANALYSIS:  

· When only Western Suburb Curlers are included, results dramatically change:

· 23% Indicated “Absolutely Yes, or Yes with Conditions” 

· 40% Indicated “Probably Not or Absolutely Not”

· 408 Potential Members X 23% X $1,000 = $  93,840, or
· 408 Potential Members X 23% X $2,000 = $187,680

There appears to be a support from approximately 23% of the Western Suburbs Curlers group to pre-pay their membership dues.  The above figures much portrait a much better representation that when looking at all survey responses.  As a potential figure of either $1,000 or $2,000 was suggested in the survey, a “low” potential of $93,840 and a “high” of $187,680 could be raised as “seed money”.
CONCLUSIONS:

There is significant support to build a new facility in the west metro area.  92% of the respondents who live in the western suburbs of the Twin Cities indicated “Yes” or “Maybe” when asked if they would curl at such a facility.  
Although the St. Paul Curling Club WILL lose some membership, the loss of “member leagues” will be minimal.  A typical curler curling at the SPCC curls in an average of 1.3 leagues when polling ALL respondents.  A western suburb curler would continue to curl in .72 leagues at the SPCC, but would also curl in 1.33 leagues at a new western location.
At “1205” member leagues, the SPCC is currently over-capacity.  Assuming 3 draws per evening, 5 days a week on 8 sheets, the current absolute capacity is 960 “member leagues”.  This does not include the Junior curling, bonspiels, groups rentals, and novice leagues.  This also leaves no time for practice, and very little time for regular ice maintenance.  In fact, even with the projected loss, the projected membership at the SPCC will be “973 Member Leagues” – which is still over the desired capacity of 960.
The capacity of the proposed new facility would make the same assumption, but with only 4 sheets of ice (thus 480 member leagues as a hypothetical capacity).

There is a strong support by Western Suburb Curlers to pre-pay membership (23%).  The concept would be to make this a voluntary “pre-payment” plan.  Between $94,000 and $188,000 could be raised by invoking this membership concept.

A facility in the West/Central Metro (Golden Valley/St. Louis Park/West Minneapolis area) or Southwest/Central Metro (Hopkins, Edina, Richfield area) is most desirable for a combined 39% of support for such location.  There is also support (15% each) for a location either in the Northwest Metro (Maple Grove/Osseo/Coon Rapids/Brooklyn Park area) or the Southwest Metro (Chanhassen, Eden Prairie, Bloomington area).
